
What Is Mediumship? 

 Mediumship involves a cooperating effort 
between a person on earth (the medium) and a 
person or sometimes animal in spirit. The 
intention of this connection is to present 
information to the loved ones of those who have 
passed and bring them comfort, support, healing 
and upliftment. 

 Every medium has their own way of 
demonstrating their psychic abilities and 
connection with the spirit world. There are 
three ways a medium can communicate with spirit; 

• Clairvoyance (seeing): This is seeing, 
usually in the ‘mind’s eye’, spirit. This can 
include people, objects, animals and colours. 

• Clairaudience (hearing): This is hearing 
spoken thought, music, singing or other 
noises relevant to the spirits communication. 

• Clairsentience (feeling): This is sensing 
physical attributes of a spirits presence, 
this may be through touch, smell, change in 
temperature or a feeling. 

A medium may use any or a combination of these 
senses when communicating with spirit, it is 
completely individual.
